Junior Screening Information

ELIGIBILITY
· All applicants must be inducted Thespians in good standing who have a vested interested in pursuing a post-secondary degree in some aspect of theatre, broadcasting or film.
· All applicants must be high school juniors with a minimum overall GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.
· All applications and supporting documents must be postmarked no later than January 30.  Any items postmarked after this date will be disqualified.


HOW TO APPLY
· Type everything in your application and supporting documents.
· Complete the registration forms neatly and completely.  Incomplete/incorrect application materials will disqualify the applicant.
· Create a one page high school theatre resume, typed.  Include roles/jobs, dates, and producing organizations.  Include any honors or leadership roles, as well.


SCREENINGS
· Screening performances should be a maximum of 3 minutes.
· Performance candidates must present a song and/or monologue of their choice.  Technical Theatre candidates must present a portfolio sampling of renderings and designs.
· Theatre Education candidates must present a 1 minute performance and present a  portfolio supporting his/her theatre experiences.  This may include, but is not limited to, prompt books, directing and/or acting experience, etc.
· Film candidates should be prepared to show a 1 minute film and present a portfolio of performance and directing experiences.
· Broadcasting candidates should be prepared to show clips of any camera work they may have done.  These candidates may also complete a performance audition if they have no camera work.
· Students will present to all colleges in attendance at the same time.  After all screenings, colleges will post individual call-back lists.  If a student is called back, they should visit the college in question before the last evening of the festival.  
· All students, regardless of callbacks, auditions, or year in school, are invited to visit with any of the colleges participating in the festival.  This includes any senior who has not already committed to a college.  
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SUBMISSION  INSTRUCTIONS

1. Complete the enclosed application form.
2. Include a typed resume, signed by your troupe director.
3. Include three (3) letters of recommendation, one from your troupe director.
4. Incomplete applications will not be accepted.
5. All application materials become the property of ALEdTA.
6. Prepare three (3) sets of application materials arranged in the following order:
a. Completed application form
b. Resume
c. All recommendation letters.
d. Application checklist.
